Procedure for placing the supply order for copies of the Text 
Books.
· Decide the number of copies of each textbook required by your school taking into account the number of students enrolled for this course and the requirement of your teacher and the library.

· Calculate the total cost of the books keeping the following points in view:-

· If the order is for ten or more copies of books 15% discount on the total cost is allowed.   Please calculate  the total cost separately for each of the two books.
· Calculate the total cost of copies of both the textbooks required.
· Add 3% of the total cost towards packing charges.  This will give the total amount to be sent to CBSE.
· Make a bank demand draft for the above amount in favour of Secretary, CBSE. payable at Delhi.
· Write a letter giving details of the books ordered, amount, discount, packing charges etc. mentioning clearly the address to which the consignment has to be sent.
