IMPORTANT INFORMATION – 2012-13
1. The Board is pleased to announce introduction of the following one time yearly Cash Awards for the Schools. The criteria for selection of school for the awards will soon be displayed on the Board’s website. The awards will be given for overall performance in all the disciplines.

i) First Prize     :  Rs Five Lac     

ii) Second Prize :  Rs Three Lac    

iii) Third Prize    :
Rs One Lac
2. On a pilot basis, Aerobics; Rope Skipping and Yoga have been added for competitions. Being first year, the competition in these three disciplines will be directly organised at National level. You will soon find the circular on the Board’s web site stating the rules of these three disciplines and the venue for competition. 
3. To ensure that the CBSE Inter School Sports & Games Competitions are “Dope Free”, the  Board has also decided to introduce “Doping Test” in association with the “National Anti Doping Agency (NADA)” from the session 2012 -13. The list of banned substances will soon be displayed on the Board’s website. 

4. Medical Test: The organizing schools must arrange for a team of Doctors during the championship in its school premises so that in case of emergency, performing Medical Test for age verification of the athlete selected on random basis or in case of doubt, can be organized without waste of time. The medical test of girl athlete need be done strictly by a lady Doctor.
5. Charges against Lodging/Boarding: The lodging & boarding charges have been revised for better service to students. Henceforth, each participant/school team must remit @ Rs 250.00 per head per day against lodging and boarding.
6. Payments and Receipts: The organizing and participating schools will collect/deposit payments against boarding and bedding on full day basis and no part payment will be collected or deposited and the participating schools will not insist for refund of part payment. The organizing schools must issue receipts against any payment received from the participating schools. 
7. Precaution Money: No organizing school shall collect any amount as Registration Fee from any of the participating schools. However, the organizing schools may collect Precaution Money and the same is refunded before teams leave for the home town. In case some damage to the property has been done by the concerned team member or the team does not pay any dues, such amount may be deducted out of the precaution money.
8. All the Organizing Schools will make arrangement to collect personally the Merit & Participation Certificates, Medals & the Maximum Committed Grant provided by the Board from respective CBSE Regional Office. 

9. Submission of Accounts:  The various organizing schools will be provided with 75% of the total committed grant in advance. And the balance 25% grant will be released after they submit the accounts in details in specified performa. The accounts in specified performa and duly attested by  Chartered Accountant must be submitted within one month after the completion of event. 
PARTICIPATION OF SCHOOLS FROM OTHER COUNTRIES OTHER THAN THE GULF

The schools situated in the countries other than the Gulf may participate directly in the CBSE Nationals. 

Every school shall be entitled to enter one athlete/team in a particular discipline/event for the competition.

The schools situated outside India need not remit any Annual Sports Fee to the Board.
