(ii) the powers and duties of its officers and employees:
Administration 
Chairman of the CBSE is Chief Executive Officer of the Board and Secretary, CBSE is the Chief Administrative Officer. Secretary is assisted by the Joint Secretary(A&L), Deputy Secretary, Assistant Secretary, Accounts Officers, Section Officers and Dealing Assistants for disposal of work. All administrative and establishment related work including legal, Accounts, recruitment, estates, Hindi cell come under Administration. 

Examination Branch: It is responsible for conduct of examination at X and XII level. Branch is headed by the Controller of Examination who is assisted by the Regional Officers at Regional level and a Joint Secretary/Deputy Secretary (Coord) Desk Officers at Headquarters to coordinate the activities of the examination. 
Affiliation Branch:
Headed by Secretary, CBSE and assisted by the Deputy Secretary (Affiliation), Assistant Secretary (Affiliation) and Desk Officers. Each Desk officer has been assigned affiliation related work(including fresh affiliation, upgradation and extension of affiliation) of some of the states for administrative convenience. Vigilance Unit:
Headed by the Chief Vigilance Officer and assisted by the Deputy Secretary(Vig) and Section Officer(Vig). Deals with the Vigilance and disciplinary matters pertaining to the employees and other matters connected with the Board. For Details click here
Academics Branch: 
 All academic activities pertaining to the CBSE. Headed by the Director(Academics) and assisted by the Education Officers and Assistant Education Officers.

AIEEE unit:  The Branch is headed by HoD (Spl Exam) who is assisted by Deputy Secretary, Assistant Secretary, Section Officer and Dealing Assistants. Programme of Action (PoA), 1992 under the National Policy on Education (NPE), 1986 envisaged conduct of a common entrance examination on all India basis for admission to professional and technical programmes in the country. For admission to Engineering and Architecture/Planning programmes, Government of India vide Resolution dated 18th October 2001 has laid down a Three – Exam Scheme (JEE and AIEEE at the National Level and the State Level Engineering Entrance Examinations (SLEEE) for State Level Institutions – with an option to join AIEEE). This takes care of varying admission standards in these programmes and helps in maintenance of professional standards.
