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The Central Board of Secondary Education
awards a merit Scholarship for the meritorious
Single Girl Students, who are the only child
of their parents and have passed the CBSE
Class X.Examination with 60% or more marks
and are- continuing their further school
education in Class XI and XIl. The scheme is
aimed to recognise the efforts of the parents
in promoting education among girls and
to provide encouragement to meritorious

students.

From 2008, students from CBSE affiliated
schools are also eligible for the Central Sector

-Scheme of Scholarship introduced by the

Ministry of Human Resource Development,

Scholarships peryearare awarded for graduate/

Department of Higher Education.
post graduate studies to meritorious students
from low income families on the basis of class
XII results. Based on the minimum cut off
(80% marks) the total number of scholarships
are divided among the State Boards, CBSE and
ICSE: The number of scholarships allotted to a
Board are distributed among the pass outs of
Science, Commerce and Humanities Streams
in the ratio of 3:2:1. The rate of scholarship is
Rs.1000/- per month at Graduation level for first
three years of College and University courses
and Rs.2000/- per month at Post Graduation
level. Students pursuing professional courses
would get Rs.2000/- per month in the 4th and
5th year. The scholarship is paid for 10 months

in an academic year.

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Some of the Major Changes in the

Process of Updating the Curriculum

were: :

¢ Syllabiin classes IX and X, was reorganised
based on the policy decisions on
examination reforms while reinforcing the
Continuous and Comprehensive Evaluation
and emphasizing the role of Formative and
Summative Assessments in pedagogy.

¢ Such reorganisation. ~comprised  of
distributing the syllabus over two terms,
syllabus was updated to cater to new
design of question papers.

¢  Preparation of guidelines for Formative
and Summative Assessments.

¢ Changes were._ effected in syllabi  of
regional languages in consonance with the
respective ‘State Board syllabi wherever
applicable.

¢+ The Hindi version of the curriculum
document 2011 was also printed.

New Curriculum Initiatives

¢ New electives “Heritage Crafts” and
“Graphic Design” were introduced in class
Xl on the basis of Syllabi and text books
prepared by NCERT.

¢+ Two new courses in the languages of
Tanghkul and Bodo will be introduced in
class IX and Xl in 2010-11 and extended to
classes X and XIl. The course committees
were constituted for further prescription

of syllabi and text books.
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Bhasa Maleyu was extended to class Xl and
the first batch will be appearing for the
board exam of class Xll in 2011. The syllabi
and text bboks prepared by the Malaysian
board have been adopted and adapted.

As a sequel tothe introduction of Japanese
language in class VIII in 2008-09, class IX
and X syllabi were prepared adopting the
communicative abproach. The Board has
collaborated with the Japanese Foundation
in the preparation of syllabus and the
textual materials. Japanese language has
been introduced in classIX this year.

German  language course has been

extended to Class VIl this year. The board
collaborated with the Goethe Institute,

-Max Muller Bhawan in_.the preparation

of syllabi and textual materials in the

subject.

Mass Media Studies (Academic
Elective) and Mass Media Studies
and Media Production (Vocational
Package)

An Academic -Elective -Mass -Media- Studies
and a vocational package called Mass Media
Studies and Media Production for the students
of classes Xl and Xl have been introduced from
this academic year. Designed by practicing
professionals involved in the academic training
of students, the course adopts a practical
approach to the understanding of mass media.
The Elective may be offered as one of the four
Elective subjects and also an additional elective
in_combination with any of the academic
electives already available. Mass media studies
are aimed to provide opportunities in the
field of Mass Media and Film and in-gaining
proficiency in the methods of Analysis of Film,
TV, Ad Films and Print Articles.

The “vocational -course having two electives
based on Mass Media and Media production
with three/four other electives may be offered
to aspiring students. The vocational course on
Mass Media Studies and Media Production is
aimed at various stages of content preparation
in  multiple segments of the Media &
Entertainment Industry from the idea to the

finished product.

The key sub-verticals of the Media &
Entertainment Industry that will be covered

extensively are — TV (including News), Motion
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Pictures, Animation, Music, Radio, Internet,
Advertising, Print & Publishing. The other
verticals will be covered at the basic level.

Portfolio Assessment and
Apprenticeship (for both Academic
Elective and Vocational Package)

Special Features of Assessment

The Portfolio will con.sist of a compilation of
all written submissions over the duration of
the course. The assignments would include

written, project work and production output.

Apprentice Programme

All students who take this course will have
to take one week intensive training at an
institution approved by CBSE. The week long
intensive training will also have a component
of project work which will be assessed by the

examiners of the institution.

Assessment and Evaluation

¢ |t was decided to evaluate disaster
management through projects as a part
of internal - assessment. Redistribution
of 8 marks allotted to theory in disaster
management in the board exam among
the remaining four components of social
science was thus conveyed to schools for
the year 2009 board examination. This
was mainly done in view of integrating
the disaster management theory across
the disciplines in the new NCF 2005
curriculum and to emphasize the practical
utility. However the emphasis of NCF 2005
on equal distribution of marks over the
four components of the subject was been
carried out for the board exam 2010.
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With the inclusion of class IX pra;:ﬁcal in
the assessment of practical skills in class X
board exam from 2009 onwards the book
on practical skills was revised and made

available to schools.

Projects- in Sociology are not only a tool
facilitating construction of knowledge
by. the students and fostering creativity
in them, but also a major contributor in
infusing the right attitude for social issues
and concerns in an individual and capacity
building for- problem solving. An external
examination component of projects in
the subject of Sociology for 20 marks in
senior school was-introduced for board

examination 2010.

In order to strengthen the internal
assessment in Mathematics at secondary
level through maths laboratory the books

published by the board were revised.

Sample -Question Papers along with
marking schemes in all subjects were
revised and uploaded on the Board’s
website for March 2010 examination as
well as printed and published. Computer
Science, Multi Media and Web Technology,
Informatics Practices, Agriculture, Home
Science, Engineering Graphics, in class XII
and foundation of Information Technology

in class X were prepared for the first time.

Sample Question Papers were developed
in 32 -regional languages and foreign
languages for the first time and uploaded

on-the website.

The CBSE National Informatics Olympiad
was conducted in December 2009 in which
over 6000 students participated at about

38 centers from all over India and-abroad.

Mathematics Olympiad was conducted
for students of all CBSE affiliated Schools.
Nearly 3500 students participated in this

- Olympiad. Alist of 32 successful candidates

was forwarded to the Board of Higher

Mathematics.

In collaboration with National Innovation

Foundation innovative and creative
inventions were invited under the IGNITE
2009 project, from -students, some . of
which were patented. Over all 1344
