1. The work shall be got executed as per the best engineering practice & as directed by the Engineer Incharge.

2. The CPWD specifications shall be followed concerning welding & other products.

3. The material/ equipments shall be got checked and approved before installation.

4. The agency shall be responsible for the safety of its workers.

5. Time is the essence of the contract, hence the work shall have to be completed within 30 days from the D.O.S.

6. The dismantling shall be done intensively taking due care so that no extra damage is done to his superstructure.

7. The dismantled material i.e. piping & ancillaries shall be deposited with the Board.

8. The malba from the respective floors shall be got cleared on daily basis.

9. The work shall have to be started within 5 days from the issue of the work order.

10. In case of delay, a penalty @ 1% per week shall be levied subject to a maximum ceiling of 10%.

11. In case the work is slowed down or abandoned without valid reasons, the Board shall have the right to rescind the work & get the same executed through other agency at the risk and cost of the defaulting agency.

12. After the completion of the piping work, the system shall be subjected to pressure testing at 7.0 kg/cm² & there should be not be any sweating on the joints.
13. 5 % of the bill amount shall be retained as security deposit & released after defect liability period of 6 months.

14. The agency shall be bound to rectify the complaints reported during the defect liability period. In case the complaint is not rectified timely, the Board shall get the work executed against the security deposit.

15. Hindrance Register shall be maintained at site. 

16. The quantities mentioned in the schedule are tentative & subject to deviation which can be increase/ decrease to any extent.

17. In case of abnormal deviation/ extra item, written permission shall have to be obtained from the Engineer Incharge. 

18. In case of any dispute, the Chairman, CBSE shall be the sole Arbitrator & his decision shall be binding on both the parties.
