TERMS & CONDITIONS

1. Tenders in sealed envelopes superscribed  “Tender for Printing & Supply of Pre-printed Stationery for Registration Cards for Class IX and XI 2010-11 Session” should reach to the Joint Secretary (A&L) upto 2.00 P.M. on 29.11.2010 alongwith an Earnest Money of Rs.30000/- in cash or by Bank Draft payable at Delhi in favour of the Secretary, CBSE.

2. The number of Registration Cards to be printed may increase/decrease as per requirements.  

3. No change/correction is allowed in tender in any case after the submission of tender form in the office.

4. The items of printing work awarded to you are of sensitive nature.  The agency shall make necessary arrangement of proper security of the printed material at their premises.

5. The successful agency shall ensure to supply the ordered items strictly in accordance with the approved specification, rates and time schedule given by the office.

6. The final proofs of the documents shall be got approved by the Head (Computer Cell)/ Computer Unit.

7. There should not be any overwriting or amendment in the rates offered and the terms and conditions, are to be signed only by the authorized signatory of the firm.

8. Delivery of the pre-printed Registration sheets, each sheet containing Four Registration cards is to be made within 25 days time from the date of issuing work order/receipt of final proof whichever is later as per terms and conditions quality and specifications.

9. The Board will take random samples from the material supplied to the Board.  Any difference in the size, GSM of paper shall render the entire order for rejection and quotationer shall have to lift the material supplied at his own cost on “as is where is basis”.  In the event of mistake, errors and defect found in the supplied material, the quotationer would be liable to change or rectify such mistakes/errors and defects at his own cost to the satisfaction of the Board.

10. The samples of paper of A Grade Mill shall be enclosed alongwith the tender. The name of the paper to be used will be mentioned on the samples, GSM and paper mill be clearly mentioned in the sample duly signed and stamped. 

11. The Quotationer will allow the official of the Board duly authorized by it to visit the premises where the printing is done.

12. The exact quantity will be intimated at the time of placing order to the form.
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13. TDS and work contract tax at the rate applicable from time to time as per the provision of the Income Tax Act, Govt. of India/NCT of Delhi shall be made from the bill.

14. The Earnest Money of the unsuccessful bidders will be refunded without any interest.

15. The Earnest Money of the successful bidder shall be retained and will convert in to Security Deposit, which will be refunded without interest after execution of the order.  However, if the quotationer fails to accept the work order, the EMD will be forfeited.

16. The printer will pack 100 sheets in each polythene packets and thereafter 50 such packets are to be packed in corrugated boxes.  The delivery is to be made at the godown of this office at Delhi/NCR. Cartage/Cooliage shall have to be borne by the supplier upto the godown of the Board.

17. Rejected material shall be at the supplier’s risk and they must be collected from the godowns of the office within a week from the date of its rejection.  If supplier fails to remove the said material, the Board shall have the right to dispose off the same and the supplier shall have no claim over the Board in r/o the said rejected material.

18. The Board reserves the right to terminate the contract at any time without notice and to forfeit the earnest money, if the supplier fails to make the supply within the prescribed period or in accordance with the specification and samples or there is any breach of terms of the contract on the part of the supplier.

19. The cards are to be machine auto numbered carefully.  Manual machine numbering or any mistake in the numbering will not be accepted and supplier will replace it at his own cost.

20. In the event of specification/grammage not found in consonance with the specification/ grammage prescribed by the BIS/Board against the items, necessary proportionate deduction of the cost shall be made and the decision of the Chairman of the Board for penalty imposed/deduction made shall be final and binding on the party.

21. In case the successful quotationer fails to complete the order in part or in whole, as the case may be, the order shall be cancelled and will be given to the next successful quotationer and the penalty as deemed fit by the competent authority shall be imposed on the quoatationer who fails to execute the work order in addition to forfeiture of EMD.
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22. In the event of any dispute, the decision of the Chairman of the Board shall be final and binding upon the quotationer.

23. The jurisdiction will be Delhi in case of any dispute.

24. The quality of overall printing must be of superior standard.  In case of poor quality, deduction as it may deem fit shall be imposed on the bills.

25. Good quality Art paper of the specified GSM shall be arranged by the printer for printing the Sheet containing 4 Cards with perforation.  

26. The Tender not accompanied with samples shall be rejected.

27. Rates should be quoted inclusive of all, cost of Ivory type superior quality paper, printing, delivery charges and all taxes etc.  No additional /extra cost would be admissible in addition to those quoted in tender.

28. The tenders not accompanied with EMD of Rs.30000/- shall be rejected.

29. The printer will get the proofs approved by the concerned officer.

30. A penalty @4% per week subject to a maximum of 10% on the proportionate amount of the bill on account of delayed supply will be imposed.

31. Tenderers are required to produce evidence of their previous experience in the line.  Those who have appropriate experience but not having in-house infrastructure would not be considered.

32. The Tender shall be valid for one year but can be extended further to be reviewed with mutual consent of both the parties subject to satisfactory work report.

33. Tax deductions at source & VAT as applicable shall be deducted on all the bills.  

34. The Board reserves the sole right to accept or reject any or all the tenders without assigning any reason.

35. No advance payment will be made by the Board. 
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36. No revision of rate shall be entertained by the Board during pendency of the contract 

      except taxes levied/notified  by  the Govt.

37. 80% payment will be made against successful supply of the entire ordered quantity executed by the firm after    receiving satisfactory work report from HCC/Computer Unit on receipt of the Bill.  The remaining 20% shall be released after completing all other formalities including testing of GSM of paper from Govt. Lab.  or any other reputed Lab. as may be decided by the Board.
